This is the story of a young Viking boy (Hiccup Horrendous Haddock III), the quiet and thoughtful son of the Chief of the Hairy Hooligans, as he tries to pass the important initiation test of his Viking clan by catching and training a dragon. 

History: The Vikings
[image: Norway excavates a Viking longship fit for a king - BBC News]Our studies in this area will further immerse us in how the invaders and settlers affected a post Roman Britain. We will learn how to study the archaeological evidence such as weapons, armour, jewellery and longships to ask and answer questions. Using a range of historical sources we will find out who the Vikings were and where they came from. We will also recap our Year 5 learning of Anglo-Saxons, Picts and Scots to support our understanding of what Britain was like during this time.

[image: http://www.discoveringfossils.co.uk/whatisafossil2.jpg]Science: Evolution and Inheritance We will learn how to recognise that living things have changed over time and that fossils provide information about living things that inhabited the Earth millions of years ago. We will know how to recognise that living things produce offspring of the same kind, but normally offspring vary and are not identical to their parents. We will also learn how to identify how animals and plants are adapted to suit their environment in different ways and that adaptation may lead to evolution.
